SPECIFICATION FOR IODIZED SALT

1., Description. The salt shall be of good quality in the form of white crystalline
powder of pleasant taste, clean and free from heavy metal and substantive injuries to
health. When dissolved in water it shall produce a clear solution, containing not more than
a trace of sediment.

2. Packing. lodized salt to be supplied in commercial plastic bags and shall be heat
sealed at both ends. The commercial bags will be of different sizes and weights as
enumerates in the table below. The plastic bags shall be secured in 25 KG nylon woven bags.
Each of nylon woven bags will be of 70 cm x 55 cm. The mouth of the bags shall be secured
by machine stitched. The mouth of the nylon woven bags will be stitched as such so that 10
cm space is kept free on the mouth of the bags. Each nylon woven bags shall contain 25 KG
net lodized salt. The packets are to be packed properly in Polyethene/Plastic bag to avoid
pilferage:

3. Process: The salt should be produced under automatic vaccum system of

production process.
4. Marking. The following particulars shall be stenciled on any of the side of the bags:

(a) Description of content, i.e lodized salt.

(b) Name of Manufacturer.

(d) Date of Manufacture.

(d) Net weight

(e) Gross weight. ‘

stencil ink horizontally and centrally about 25 cm upper edge of the bags.

5. Sample. 06 in no. sample packet (500gm & 1000gm) are to be submitted with
the offer. Samples are non-returnable.

6. Chemical Content. The lodized salt shall contain one part of potassium lodide to
40,000 part of Sodium Chloride (Common Salt) to get 15-50 PPM of available iodine. The
Sodium Chloride used shall conform to the following particulars:

Sodium Cloride - Min 96%
Other Salts : Max 1%
Moisture - Max 2%

Insoluble Matter : Max 0.5%
Available lodine :15-50 PPM.
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3/ Insg_ection. Factory In_spection of Salt will be carried out. by DNST/hi_s
representative before delivery. Delivery sample will be collected from the consignment and will
be tested at any suitable food lab/institute (if considered necessary by DNST) in order to make
report and analysis. The analytical report by DNST will be regarded as final.

8. Analysis. Method of analysis shall be those laid down by the Association of
official Agricultural Chemist (A.O.A.C).

9. Access Over Limit (Price reduction): Necessary price reduction (PR) will be
done based on the following method:

a. Full price reduction on access level of moisture over 2%.
b. Ya price reduction on lodine below 15 PPM.
G. Y price reduction on access level of Insoluble matter over 0.5%.

10. Bridge Weight Report:  All Consignments shall be delivered with a bridge weight
report showing empty vehicle weight and load weight. The bridge weight report should
actually enumerate the goods weight on that particular vehicle. Bridge weight expenses
will be borne by the supplier. Without the bridge weight no item will be taken on charge.

11. LD. Liquidated Damage will be applicable as per DGDP Regulations.

12. PG. The selected bidder will have to submit a PG, equivalent to 10% of the total
contract price before signing the contract.
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
